1. Requirements
2600.

89.b. Hot water temperature in areas accessible to the resident may not exceed 120°F.

Description of Violation
The hot water temperature measured 127.4 degrees in the residents common bathroom located next to the medication
room.  

Plan of Correction Accept
Maintenance Director increased the cold water mix through the mixing valve which reduced the temperature in the
common bathroom. The temperature was then remeasured at 117.0. Maintenance Director will check water
temperature of all faucets on  monthly maintenance log. Administrator to oversee log is completed monthly.

Upon Resubmission of the Plan of Correction, the Home will submit a record of temperature logs taken recently to
demonstrate compliance.  Any temperature reading of more than 120 degrees will result in an immediate
resolution to ensure safe water temperatures and a minimum of daily water temperature checks for at least one
(1) weeks time to ensure ongoing compliance.
